It is difficult to believe that Severn Lodge has been around since the mid- 
1800’s.  The Main Lodge was built in the 1840-1850’s for the Georgian 

Bay Lumber Company.  With the completion of the logging era in  
Ontario, the property was purchased by a group of well-to-do Americans 

from Pittsburgh, PA and was used as a vacation retreat.  Many of the  
pictures below were taken during those years.  It was sold in the early 
1920’s and became known as Severn Lodge.  Then, in 1928 William 

“Bill” Breckbill (my father) came to work at the Lodge.  He continued to 
come back and eventually became the general manager, purchasing it in 

1936.  Vacationing in those days was simple and fun with fishing, boating, sun-tanning, swimming, and relaxing as the primary  
activities.  There were no distractions then such as TV’s, computers, cell phones, and I-Pads!  Some interesting things in the  

pictures below include tents for sleeping, taking ice from the frozen lake for the next year, the double ended row boats, the formal 
dress of the people standing in front of the Main Lodge, the lower water levels, and the kids having lots of fun just like today!
